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PRINCIPAL’S MESSAGE

Proposition 98, an initiative passed by California Voters in November of 1988, requires school districts to develop “report cards” for each school in their jurisdiction.  The School Accountability Report Card provides parents and other community members with information about the school, its resources, its successes, and the areas in which it needs improvement.
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Every child is an individual and every child has specific individual needs. We provide programs which help address those needs such as: GATE, English Language Development, Special Education, Speech Therapy,  after school Reading and math. 
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SCHOOL FACILITIES AND SAFETY

Frazier Park Elementary is a kindergarten through third grade school which provides a safe and clean environment for learning. Our school was originally built in 1963.  During the 2000-2001 school year, we had 20 regular educational classrooms, 1 resource/special education classroom, computer lab, library, office, teacher’s lounge, nurse/Healthy Start room, and a multi-purpose/cafeteria.  We are one of four schools in the El Tejon Unified School District. 
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All rooms have cooling systems and classrooms which are cleaned daily.  Regular and preventive maintenance is provided and emergencies are given immediate attention.  Frazier Park students are well supervised before school, during recesses and at lunchtime.  In addition, monthly fire drills and other emergency drills are conducted.  We have a Safe School Plan and a Disaster Preparedness Plan for emergency situations.

 STUDENT ACHIEVEMENT
Individual progress is best measured by a student’s day by day work.  By comparing samples of work done over a period of time we can see both the quality of work and rate of progress.  Classroom tests show the degree to which the material being presented is being learned and how the individual compares to the whole class.

In addition to our ongoing evaluations, students in grades 2 and 3 are given the Stanford Achievement Test, 9th Edition in the spring. Test results were sent to parents in August 2000.  This assessment measured and compared students throughout the state and across the nation.  Scores were based on national percentiles at each grade level, with 50 or above as the goal.  

The California Academic Performance Index (API) Growth Report indicated that our students improved their academic performance from 610 in 1999, 705 in 2000 and 718 in 2001.  We are very proud of our students and staff!  All staff members, certificated and classified, treat each child with care.

CLASS SIZE REDUCTION
Frazier Park School participates in the Class Size Reduction Program.  The school district placed a major emphasis on maintaining class sizes, teaching loads which optimize instruction and student learning opportunities in kindergarten through third grades.

Our 2000-2001 school average was 18.8 students per class.

On an average day at Frazier Park, 86.87% of the students were in school.

ABOUT OUR STAFF

Frazier Park School had a staff of 19 full-time teachers, two part-time teachers, 1 Special Day Class/Resource Teacher, 1 part-time Speech and Language Specialist, 1 part-time Speech and Language Aide, 1 district-wide School Psychologist, 1 district-wide School Nurse, 1 part time library clerk and one Principal.  

Additionally, there were 17 part-time instructional aides and 4 part-time Resource or Special Day Class instructional aides.

MINIMUM DAYS/INSTRUCTIONAL MINUTES

The El Tejon Unified School District offers 180 instructional days per year.  That meets or exceeds the state minimum requirements for instructional minutes.  As reflected in our school calendar, there are scheduled minimum days during the year.  The El Tejon Unified School District had 11 minimum days during the 2000-2001 school year for conferences, holidays and school events.

TRAINING AND CURRICULUM

Frazier Park School teachers are constantly involved in activities to enhance their teaching skills.  Throughout the summer months, teachers are attending courses at various universities and workshops to keep abreast of technology, new philosophies and teaching methodologies.  During the school year, the school’s staff continues to pursue further training at special workshops. Last year the state approved three staff development days, which the teachers attended after school and on weekends.  

The El Tejon Unified School District is committed to continued staff development and curriculum improvement.  Frazier Park School has a high quality instructional program.  

SUBSTITUTE TEACHERS

The substitutes which are utilized by Frazier Park School are on an approved list from Kern County Superintendent of Schools.  We are fortunate in that we have so many good substitute teachers living in our community.

TEACHER EVALUATION

The Principal regularly evaluates all teachers.  The evaluation process is based on the collective bargaining contract and the Governing Board Policy on Certificated Evaluations. Tenured teachers are evaluated once every two years and probationary teachers are evaluated at least once a year. 
OUR SPECIAL SUPPORT SERVICES
Special services available to students last year included a Resource Specialist/Special Day Class Teacher.  The Resource Specialist worked with children who qualified for assistance in academic areas.  There were also two part-time RSP Aides who worked with the children that qualified on a daily basis.  A Speech and Language Specialist was available part-time.  A Library Clerk was available daily three and three quarter hours.  A Student AssistanceTeam was available as needed.  Frazier Park School, through the Kern County Superintendent of Schools Office, participated in a Drug Abuse Prevention Program.

TEXTBOOKS AND INSTRUCTIONAL MATERIALS

The adoption of textbooks and other supplemental instructional materials in El Tejon Unified School District follow the state curriculum established by the California Department of Education. State recommended textbooks are provided for each student in the core curriculum. 

Computers and other technology are used to support learning concepts.  Frazier Park School continues to update software programs available to students on campus.

DISCIPLINE AND CLIMATE FOR LEARNING

Frazier Park School recognizes that a positive learning environment is essential to quality education.  Expectations for students are high.  This is promoted by a schoolwide Positive Discipline Program consisting of clear rules, consequences for misconduct as well as positive rewards for following school rules in the classroom and on the playground.  Students learn to solve their own problems through class meetings and conflict resolution techniques.
